
ENDOW MARYLAND TAX CREDIT

A Maryland state tax credit called Endow Maryland 
rewards donors who help build permanent charitable 
funds for local communities across the state and in 
Anne Arundel County. Endow Maryland offers a tax 
credit for gifts from $500 - $50,000 to permanent, 
endowed funds at qualified community foundations in 
Maryland.

Permanence
The Endow Maryland tax credit applies only 
to gifts to permanent, endowed funds at 
qualified Maryland community foundations. 
These gifts will generate many times the 
initial value of the gift and benefit Anne 
Arundel County forever.
